As harvest season comes to a close, the harvest season for wildlife gets underway.  Now is a good time to not only bring down that 8 point buck or fill your bag with colorful Pheasant, it is also a great time to plan your wildlife habitat improvement projects for 2008.  Many agencies and organizations provide support for landowners with habitat improvement needs.  One such program, “Corners For Wildlife” began in June of 1995 with the Central Platte NRD. They began this project with Pheasants Forever, Nebraska Game and Parks Commission with funding from the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund. 

Since then, 17 additional NRD’s have come on board to support this program and together have created 1,228 corners with 365,430 tree and shrub plantings and 7,098 acres of nesting cover.

Corners for Wildlife is a cost-share program to help establish wildlife habitat on  center pivot corners not capable of sustaining high yields when planted to row crops.  Plant material costs are cost-shared at 75% by Pheasants Forever.  Many NRD’s provide cost share when plantings exceed 400 trees and shrubs.  This program is a five year contract with rental payments up to $75.00/acre, depending on the cover practice selected.
