 This is the Natural Resources Report.  

Beginning with the New Year the revised groundwater rules and regulations for the Middle Republican NRD take effect.  In summary, most of the revisions are clarifications in the language of the original rules & regulations such as defining the concept of pooling, cumulative allocation, Consecutive Water Short Year and transfer of use.

The more significant revisions are the base allocation, cumulative allocation, base allocation period and bonus acre inches.

The base allocation of groundwater for irrigation use has been set at 12 inches per year and the allocation period is set at 5 years for a cumulative allocation of 60 inches.  

Beginning with the 2007 crop year, consecutive water short year designations may result in the reduction of the cumulative allocation, for irrigation uses, by one inch for each year remaining in the base allocation period.

Finally, the transfers of use will not be accepted after October 15th in the final year of an allocation period. (2012 for this allocation period). Also, bonus inches may not be transferred.
