 –Pause-  This is the Natural Resources Report.  

The Republican River NRD’s utilize a number of tools to manage surface and ground water within the basin.  These tools include groundwater allocations, moratorium on new wells, certifying all irrigated acres, river channel restoration and conservation practices adopted by producers.  Other tools come into play during a water short year.  
Recently, the Middle Republican NRD adopted an additional tool that will provide long term water conservation.  Acres Retirement Program or ARP is a voluntary program of willing seller/willing buyer where the District will purchase the “right” to irrigate certified acres. 

This program is eligible to anyone within the Middle Republican NRD who owns certified acres irrigated by groundwater and can show a history of use in 4 of the last 6 years.  Priority will be given to acres with the highest stream depletion factor beginning with those wells that pump from the alluvium.
Program guidelines and an application form will be published in the District’s next issue of Sprinkles & Splashes due out in mid-November. We will also publish this on the District’s website.
