Chemigation is the practice of applying fertilizer and/or pesticide to farm land using the farm irrigation system. Nebraska and the natural resources districts of Nebraska have set up a system of safety protocols, certifications, equipment inspections and permits to safeguard the groundwater and the chemigators themselves.
The District would like to remind irrigators that Chemigation permits expire May 31st. If permits are not renewed by this date, an irrigator who wishes to chemigate must apply for a new permit. Chemigation renewal forms were mailed in February and should have been returned to this office. Also, irrigators must have a current Chemigation Certification from the NE Dept of Environmental Quality (DEQ) before they can acquire or renew a Chemigation permit. Chemigation certifications expire every four years and can be acquired again after successfully completing a training provided by the DEQ.  These trainings are typically offered in the winter and early Spring throughout the state.
Chemigation compliance inspections will begin in June on selected permits. The District has been discovering and hearing about problems with electrical interlocks. Please check to make sure your interlocks are working properly. Your Chemigation permit could be suspended if necessary repairs are not made upon inspection.
